
 

 

MINUTES OF THE 

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN STEERING COMMITTEE 

September 10, 2015, 1:00 p.m. 

Pine County Courthouse Board Room 
 

County Commissioner Steve Hallan called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m. Present 
were County Commissioner Matt Ludwig, Planning Commissioner Jeff Shute, Planning 
Commissioner Richard Glattly, Public Member James Sloan, and Public Member John 
Von Rueden.  Also present were Economic Development Coordinator Dr. Robert 
Musgrove, Land Services Director Kelly Schroeder, and Land & Resources Manager 
Caleb Anderson. 
 
The Pledge of Allegiance was said. 
 
Economic Development Coordinator Musgrove move to approve the Agenda. Second by 
Planning Commissioner Glattly.  Motion Carried 6-0. 
 
There were no previous minutes or old business to discuss. 
 
County Commissioner Hallan welcomed everyone. Each committee member including 
the county staff gave a brief introduction and background history of themselves.     
 
Land & Resource Manager Anderson gave a brief overview of the comprehensive plan 
process.  Public Member Von Rueden questioned what the role of the committee will be 
in the process.  Land Services Director Schroeder explained that the role would be that 
of literally steering the process and deciding what is “inbounds and out of bounds.”   
 
Planning Commission Glattly noted he sees the importance of data within the plan, 
however in our current plan it seems as though the first 30 pages or so are filled with 
data and it takes that long to get to the “meat” of the plan.  He stated some of the data 
should be summarized in paragraphs in the main body referencing the full detail in 
appendixes. Members present were in agreement.   
 
Economic Development Coordinator Musgrove also questioned what the timeframe of 
the plan would be.  Land Services Director Schroeder stated that the plans are typically 
5-10 year plans. A discussion ensued about the timeframe of the plan and County 
Commissioner Ludwig noted that even if it is a 10 year plan it will need to be reviewed 
no longer than within 5 years.    
 
Land & Resources Manager Anderson gave an update to the committee about a grant 
opportunity that came up and for which we applied for a $5,000 grant to assist with the 
comprehensive planning process. It is thought that the grant could be used for some 
consultant assistance with the public hearings. The different alternatives and pros and 
cons of a consultant were discussed, and in the end it seems as the U of M Center for 
Rural Design (CRD) might be a good fit, however we could always do an RFP.  We will 
schedule a meeting with the CRD in late September see how they could assist us. County 



 

 

Commissioner Hallan, Economic Development Coordinator Musgrove will attend along 
with Planning Commissioner Glattly if needed.         
 
An outline of background data which Land & Resources Manager Anderson had 
compiled before the meeting was reviewed and discussed. Economic Development 
Coordinator Musgrove gave many ideas as to where some of the data could be found.  It 
was noted that we need to make sure to realize not only how different the county is, but 
how different for example the agriculture is throughout the county. Public Member 
Sloan noted the Recreation and Tourism items on the list were something we may need 
to split apart and it would be great to see this plan include a listing of county resources.  
Additional background data topics which might be missing from the initial listing were 
housing and education.   
 
With the U of M meeting still to be held, the discussion of the public input and 
preliminary public survey was held to a minimum, as the consultant or assistance which 
we receive will more than likely direct these sections.  It was noted that we want to make 
sure the public understands this plan will not solve the “problem of the day” and it is 
also not an evaluation of the current government.  It is a plan to give us direction as to 
the future and for those items which the county government can influence.  Planning 
Commissioner Glattly did note that it may be useful to compile the list of goals from the 
last plan and identify our process on those to begin this process. 
 
The next meeting will be on a Wednesday afternoon following the U of M meeting in 
Sandstone, with the date yet to be determined. 
 
The meeting was adjourned at 2:40 p.m.
